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ABSTRACT

Self — efficacy reflect of self — beliefs about the individual and their
abilities to successfully perform certain behavior, or set of behaviors and
beliefs that affect the behavior of the individual, and his performance,
and feelings.

The Locus of control an essential factor for personal and which refers
to how ones awareness of the factors that control the position are going
through, and condition that control the events around him .

The current research aims to knowledge:

1-The level of self - efficacy for the students of the university.
2-The level of the locus of control for the students of the university.

3-The differences in the self - efficacy for the students of the university
according to a variable (sex, specialty and stage).

4- The differences in the locus of control in university students
according to a variable (sex, specialty and stage).

5-The relationship between self — efficacy and locus of control of the
university students.

6-The contribution extent portion of the locus of control in the
self — efficacy.

The sample of the study was made up of (400) of students from the
faculties of the University of Baghdad and from the first sage and fourth,
were selected randomly and the rate of (161) males and (239) of the
females, the rate of (146) of scientific specialization and (254) of the
humanitarian.



The study uses two tools , the first tool of the self — efficacy, the
researcher was building it , & were verifying the psychometric
characteristics & face validity , and discrimination power &
relationships of item degree with the total degree verifying reliability
method in attest- retest correlation coefficient (0.82) and the split half
method correlation coefficient after correction was (0.91) , and the
Alpha cronbach was (0.88), and there for the scale in its final form was
(45) made up of items.

The second tool: was the scale of locus of control the researcher has
to adopt rotter scale, after it has been translated in translation and reverse
translation and has been verified and its properties psychometric

characteristics and verifying face validity , and discrimination power,
and verification of Reliability in a test re-test , bringing the correlation
coefficient (0.67) , and the split Half method the correlation coefficient
after correction was(0.79) , and the correlation coefficient of

Alpha cronbach method was(0.62) , there for the scale in its final form
was (27) items .

The following statistical means was using: (Pearson correlation
coefficient, and Spearman Brown, formula, T-test one sample, and T-test
two in depend sample , three way analysis of variance point
Biseral,Gattman Formule, scheffe, Regression analysis).

The research found the following results:-

1-There are statistical significant differences in the level of

self — efficacy between the sample mean, and the hypothetical mean,
which indicates a high level of the self — efficacy for the students of the
University.

2-There are no statistical significant differences in the level of locus of
control to the students of the University, which shows that the internal
locus of control equal to the students with external locus of control.

3-There are no statistical significant differences in the self — efficacy
according to sex (males and females) and specialization (scientific and
humanitarian) and grade (1 and 1V) . and there are statistically
significant differences in the interaction between sex (males and
females) and specialized in the self — efficacy. and there are no
statistically significant differences in the self — efficacy between sex and
stage of study and specialization.

4-There are no statistical differences in the locus of control between sex
and study specialization, and the stage and there are no statistically
significant differences interaction between sex, and specialization and
between sex and stage and specialization.

5-There 1s appositive correlation statistically significant between the
self — efficacy and locus of control.

6-The locus of internal control contributes positively to the
self — efficacy among the students of the university.
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
